Committee on Vaccination and Immunisation
advised to offer an initial dose of Pfizer
vaccine to all 16 and 17 year olds who
haven’t been vaccinated.
We would like to assure our residents that
we will be contacting all those eligible for
vaccination to offer an appointment over
the next few weeks. We ask that you do

not contact us to request an appointment, but we do ask that you ensure your
details held with your GP Practice are up-to-date. We will aim to notify all
individuals at least one week prior to their appointment and letters will be
sent to your registered home address held with your GP.

Appointments for 16 and 17 year olds will take place on 23rd, 24th and
25th August.
