The Health Board does not have a dedicated inherited cardiac conditions
team. However, all our Cardiology consultants are familiar with the
management of Hypertrophic Cardiomyopathy (HCM).

The Health Board does not have a dedicated team specifically for inherited
cardiac conditions but can still treat HCM as all our Cardiology consultants are
familiar with the management.
