e Infection Control Nurses reviewed the ward and its environment.

e Patients who had tested positive were isolated in cubicles where possible.

e All discharges and transfers from the ward were discussed with the Infection Control
team or a Microbiologist.

¢ Reinforced messaging and guidance to staff on appropriate use of PPE and Infection
Control measures for caring for confirmed positive and suspected cases.
