Project Overview
Aneurin Bevan University Health 
Board has approval from the Welsh 
Government to build a new integrated 
Health and Wellbeing Centre in Newport 
East. The new centre is based in Ringland 
and will accommodate two existing 
GP Practices working independently: 
Ringland Medical Practice and it is 
proposed Park Surgery alongside 
Ringland Dental Surgery.

Project Update 
The project is progressing well generally, 
the new multi use games area (MUGA) is 
complete and handed over to Newport 
council and the Phase 1 works are 
ongoing to the staff car park. 

All major service diversions are complete 
along with works to the highways. Works 
ongoing include the new incoming 
services in the access road as well as 
installing the Sustainable Drainage 
Report for the staff car park.
Incoming services to serve the temporary 
surgery are being/have been installed 
with the western power substation due to 
arrive in November. 

Foundations for the temporary Ringland 
Medical Practice are progressing well 
with the new modular cabins arriving in 
late November. It is planned for the 
existing Ringland Medical Practice  to 
move to the new facility late January 

2023. The move will take place over a 
weekend so that continuity of service to 
the community can be maintained. 
The existing Ringland Medical Practice 
will be demolished in Feb/March 2023 
making way for the new health centre.

Kier, in conjunction

Public Information Sessions in Ringland 
and Somerton for the new health centre 
in July, providing an opportunity for the 
general public to find out more about the

of the build and meet a few of the team.
